	The Ethical Competency test consists of 45 questions:  
· 10 Matching statements questions: each question asks you to match statements from the relevant code of ethics to individual principles 
· 20 Multiple choice questions: each question relates to the application of one ethical principle 
· 15 Multiple choice questions: scenario-type questions depicting an ethical dilemma – you must choose the best course of action based on the relevant ethical principle out of the options available 
	

	· You will be offered a resit of the whole test if you fail the test. 
· You will need to pay the applicable fee for each additional test. 
· You may have a maximum of two test resits. After the third failed attempt, your credential application will be deemed unsuccessful

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New Zealand interpreters wishing to gain a NAATI certification before 1 July 2024 should go through the following
process:

1. Register: The first step is to register your details by filling in the form below.
o NAATI will share this information with MBI to assess your eligibility to access support under the New
Zealand funding and support package. This will include confirming your New Zealand citizenship or
residency.

2. Receive entitlement note: If you are eligible for support, MBIE will email you an entitlement note.
o The entitlement note will advise which courses or certification tests you will be fully or partially funded for,
if you decide to apply for a NAATI credential.
o The entitlement note will come directly from MBIE and may take a couple of months from registration.

3. Enrol or apply: After receiving an entitlement note, you can use this to enrol in the relevant training or apply for
NAATI certification following the instructions in the note,

4. Context course: The New Zealand Government requires all interpreters who intend to work in the New Zealand
Public Sector to complete a mandatory context course before 1 July 2024. The context course is being hosted on
NAATI Learn and you will be enrolled automatically once you have submitted your expression of interest.
